Nominees will be judged on the following criteria: contribution to school life,
academic achievement, extra-curricular achievement, community involvement
and overall presentation of the portfolio submitted. (Academic achievement
alone does not guarantee placement in the Awards program.)

Nominees will be competing for scholarships and prizes. All scholarships must be
used for Bahamian secondary education purposes only.

The contest is opened to any 6th Grade Student regardless of colour, creed,
nationality or religious affiliation from any accredited private, public or
independent primary school in The Bahamas. The school must be registered with
the National Accreditation and Equivalency Council (NAECOB).

EACH SCHOOL CAN NOMINATE ONLY ONE (1) STUDENT. STUDENT MUST
BE NOMINATED BY THEIR RESPECTIVE SCHOOL.

A completed application form

A 500 word essay on the topic: '"The Bahamas has celebrated 50 years as an
Independent nation much of its success owed to unsung heroes who gave
unselfishly to its growth and development.

The essay must be leqgibly handwritten in black or blue ink.

Essays must be the student’s original work and must not infringe upon any material
protected by copyright laws.

An essay which was submitted and graded as a part of the applicant’s school
requirement must be attached to the application package. (5" or 6" grade only)

Copies of official report cards (covering 3%, 4%, 5 & 6™ grades only)

Two (2) high quality headshot colour 4 x 6 photographs (These photos are for the
newspapers, website and souvenir awards booklet.) Photos will not be returned.
(Student attire: school uniform) Photos must be labelled with the nominee’s
name and school on the back of them.

Newspaper clippings / copies of awards & certificates (covering 3%, 4, 5t & 6t
grades only)

Three (3) letters of recommendation:
(5] School Principal / Vice-Principal (The letter from the Principal / Vice-
Principal officially nominates the student for this award. Please note that
any application missing this letter will automatically be disqualified;
